It has been almost three months since 

12 hardy members of the MARS 

Propagation Committee struck  594 

rhododendron cuttings at VIUõs Paine 

Horticulture Centre in Nanaimo and 

hoped for the best  - the best being a 

high percentage of new plants.  

While it is st ill too early to tell how 

many will set down roots, the good 

news is they havenõt died.  In fact, 

except for a very few, they look 

promising; two even had the temerity 

to show a bloom which was quickly 

removed.  Energy should only be going 

into root creati on at this point.  

The plants are shrouded in plastic and 

are misted regularly, but even so they 

need to be hand watered about twice 

a week.  Don Noakes of the Nanaimo 

Rhododendron Society  has offered to 

water our plants on Fridays when he is 

at the greenh ouse watering the 

nearby NRS  plants and a small MARS 

team has stepped up to do the job on 

Tuesdays. Thanks to Margot Moser, 

Dawn House and Kathryn Wasiak for 

offering to help, giving Sherry 

Thompson, Glen Jamieson and Marilyn 

Dawson a break.

Goteborg Botaniska 

Gothenburg Botanical Garden, Sweden  

One of Europeõs finest public gardens is the Botanical Garden in Goteborg, Sweden, 

(GBG) welcoming a half million visitors each year to its 99 acres of gardens within a 

430 acre mostly nature reserve in the city.  And in 2018, about 60 of those visitors 

were part  of the pre -tour for the American Rhododendron Society Convention in 

Bremen, Germany.  This spectacular garden includes a Rhododendron Walk, 

perennials, bulbs, greenhouses, an Alpine Garden and Smithõs Hollow ð a tribute to a 

Swedish plant hunter and explo rer with the unlikely name of Harry Smith.  

Besides seeing some rhododendrons, my main aim was to view the Alpine Garden 

whose reputation and fame had intrigued me.    

Goteborg was first built in 1607 by decree of the King Charles IX.  Sadly it was 

burnt t o the ground in 1611 by the Danes and subsequently rebuilt at a different 

site in 1621 mostly by the Dutch who had experience with building on marshland.  

Over time, the city grew and thrived thanks to iron and wood exports and the 

tobacco, sugar and herrin g industries.  The accumulation of wealth resulted in the 

building of magnificent log houses along the canals.  But when these succumbed to 

several fires in the late 1700s, only stone houses were permitted to be built within 

the city.  Through the next cen turies, Goteborg grew from an industrial sea side 

town to an innovative, modern city, now preparing to celebrate its 400 th  

anniversary in 2021.  

An important feature of this beautiful city is the Gothenburg Botanical Garden 

(GBG).  The following pictorial offers just a taste of the variety of plant material 

and an inkling of the spectacular beauty for which this garden is justly famous.  In 

particular, the Woodland Garden with its intriguing understory plantings, the 

amazing plant combinations everywhere, a nd the rock Garden were memorable.

In the woodland garden, rhododendrons thrive along with many companion plants 

and exceptional perennials used as ground cover.  

 



 

Wood Poppy (Hylomecon japonica), Diphylleia cymos a and a huge variety of hardy 

ferns cover the ground, protect the soil and serve to prevent moisture loss.

Many large leaf rhododendrons thrive in the woodland  garden underplanted with ferns, 

mosses and other shade lovers.   A mulch of shr edded leaves helps preserve moisture.  

 
To the amazement of many North Americans, Skunk Cabbage (aka Swamp Lantern) ð seen here in 

the woodland garden alongside a stream - gained great popularity in Europe through the 20 th  

century.  Originally imported to the UK in 1901, Lysichiton americanus  ð native to the Pacific 

Northwest ð escaped botanical gardens and has become a non-native invasive plant according to the 

European Union in 2016.  Growing in Wisley and other English g ardens, Skunk Cabbage is on the òDo 

not cultivateó list of the Royal Horticultural Society.  



 

Matteucia struthiopteris  (Peacock Fern) is a useful understory  plant  in a moist woodland setting.  

 
GBG employs an attractive style of underplanting ð great hori zontal swathes of shade 

lovers that create unique architectural patterns.   Diphylleia cymosa  in the background 

with Maianthemum stellatum  and Veratrum nigra  to the right are star understory plants.   
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Rhododendron leaves are set off nicely by the bright yellow Hylomecon japonica (Wood 

Poppy), native to woodlands of eastern Asia .  Long-blooming, it spreads by rhizomes and 

can smother lesser companions.  Great for a woodland or wild garden.  

 
Inspired combinations are as important as the plants themselves ς hostas, epimediums, heucheras and 

spring bulbs create a tapestry that does not rely on blooms to delight. 



 
This stately and graceful old rhododendron is mindful of the hundred-year-old Rhododendron arboreum 

specimens in the Lost Gardens of Heligan in Cornwall, England. 
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The pond at the Rock Garden is a popular place to relax and observe wildl ife.  

 
Rising from the pond, spectacular rocks and boulders provide homes for interesting alpine plants. 
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Paths meander among the boulders, providing a perfect habitat for many alpine jewels. 

 
Species tulips ς possibly Tulipa sprengeri (?)ς brighten up the Alpine Garden. 
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Alpine plants - from hardy evergreens to diminutive creeping beauties - thrive  

at the GBG against this spectacular waterfall.
